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VALENTIN ALEKSEEVICH CHANTURIYA, Foreign Member of AESS from 2002, full member of the Russian Academy of Sciences, is a prominent scientist in the field of mineral processing.He was born in Moscow, on October 15th, 1938 of father Aleksey Victorovich Chanturiya and mother Mariya Ilyinichna Chanturiya (Kukushkina). He was graduated from the Faculty of Non-ferrous and Rare Metals of Steel and Alloys Institute with specialty “Mineral Processing”. Doctor of Technical sciences (1974), Professor (1981), Corresponding Member of the USSR Academy of Sciences on the Department of Geology, Geophysics, Geochemistry and Mining Sciences (1990), Academician of Russian Academy of Sciences (1994).He worked at Institute of Mining Engineering (1962–1967), Institute of Fossil Solid Fuel Processing (1967–1971), Institute of Physics of the Earth (1972–1977). He was Head of Laboratory (1977-2003) and Deputy Director on science (1993-2003) at Institute of Comprehensive Exploitation of Mineral Resources (IPCON) of Russian Academy of Sciences. Now he is Director of IPCON (from 2003) and he is also the Professor of Mineral Processing at Moscow State Mining University (from 1997).
He is the author of more than 350 scientific works, including 12 monographs, 50 Inventions and Patents. The main trend of his scientific activities is connected with the theory of mineral components separation and with creation of high efficient ecologically harmless technologies for complex processing of refractory ores.
Professor Chanturiya is the Chairman of Scientific Council of Russian Academy of Sciences on Mineral Processing (1989), Member of International organizing Committee on technological mineralogy and modern methods of initial mineral treatment (1992), Secretary on Mineral Processing Section of Academy of Mining Sciences (1995), Member of International organizing and scientific Committees of International Mineral Processing Congress (1995), Member of International Academy of Ecology, Man and Nature Protection Sciences (1996), Member of two Academic councils on awarding doctor's degree with specialty “Mineral processing”, Member of Bureau of Department of geology, geophysics, geochemistry and mining sciences of Russian Academy of Sciences (1997), Member of mining section of Council on awarding premiums of Government of the Russian Federation (1995), Member of several Scientific Councils of Russian Federation Ministry of Science.
He is member of editorial boards of Russian periodicals “Mineral Processing”, “Mining Journal”, “Mining Bulletin”, “Physico-technical problems of Exploitation of Mineral Resources” and “Non-ferrous metals”.
Professor Chanturiya is a chief of the leading Scientific School of Russia “Physico-chemical methods of components separation in mineral processing”, that is performed under the grant of President of Russian Federation. He has prepared more than 35 Doctors and Candidates of Technical sciences.
The basic scientific results achieved by the School are the following. Interrelation between electric charge carriers concentration in minerals-semiconduc-tors and reagents-collectors sorption on sulfides has been clarified. Mechanism of defects forming on mineral surface under ionization radiation influence on flotation systems has been revealed. Theoretical bases of purposeful increase in the contrast of physico-chemical, sorption and flotation properties of sulfide minerals under electrochemical treatment of mineral suspensions and industrial waters have been developed.
On the basis of the theory for the first time in world practice there have been developed the scientific foundations, apparatus and optimal conditions of ecologically harmless electrochemical technology. Latterly have given proof of the main trend of fundamental research and the most perspective technologies in the field of primary treatment of mineral raw materials, commercial realization of which will assure obtaining of the finished products, which would be competitive on the world market by economical and ecological criteria as well. 
V.A. Chanturiya is the holder of state awards of the USSR and Russian Federation: «The Sign on Honor» (1986) and «The Award of Friendship» (1998). V.A. Chanturiya – the USSR Council of Ministers (1983, 1991) and Russian Federation Government (1999) Prize Winner. He is winner of the Premium of the President of Russian Federation in the field of education (2001). Presidium of Russian Academy of Sciences awarded him Melnikov Gold Medal (1992) and Academy of Mining Sciences awarded him Prize by name of I.N. Plaksin.
Academician Prof. Dr. V.A. Chanturiya is married, he has got four children.
