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PETAR DASKALOV, foreign member of the AESS since 2006., graduated mining engineer, prominent mining expert, full professor of the Mining and Geology University “St. Ivan Rilski” in Sofia, Bulgaria, now retired, was born on August 1st, 1931. He completed the Civil Engineering School “Hristo Botev” in Sofia, at the Construction department in 1949. He graduated in 1956 from the Mineral resources exploitation Department of the University of Mining and Geology “St. Ivan Rilski” in Sofia. He completed the doctoral studies in 1961 at the Technical Institute of the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences. He was elected assistant researcher at the Technical Institute of the Bulgarian Academy of Science in 1959. He defended his doctoral thesis in 1961, at the Bulgarian Academy of Science. Prof. Daskalov was elected associate professor in 1966, at the Institute for Mining and Mineral Processing of the Technical Institute of the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences, and full professor in 1976. at the Mining and Geology University “St. Ivan Rilski” in Sofia. Prof. Daskalov held invited lectures and has been a fellowship researcher in Russia, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Romania, Poland, Czechoslovakia, Serbia, Macedonia, Hungary, Tunis, Greece and Germany. Professor Petar Daskalov, as one of the most prominent mining experts in Bulgaria made significant contributions in the area of mine technologies, mine construction and management of production. He made operational contributions to the construction of the most important mines in Bulgaria. He is the author or co-author of 180 scientific and development projects, assessment and programs in mining, the mineral-raw material complex in the broadest sense, legislation and regulations, standards, mine management, etc., and 260 scientific and professional papers, textbooks and monographs. He is the author or co-author of 10 patents. As the engineer, and top expert, he had worked on operative tasks or as a main researcher in solving the numerous problems of the most significant Bulgarian mines: Maritsa, Elacite, Anthracite, and Celopek. By contributing the work of many professional and scientific associations, institutions and ministries for industry, economics and energetic, he had significantly contributed to the development and reputation of the mining engineering. He mentored over 30 master thesis and doctoral dissertations. He had organized numerous scientific and professional meetings of national, regional, and global importance. The influence of professor Daskalov on improvement of cooperation and its form between the Serbian and Bulgarian mining professionals is significant, especially in retaining the collegial relations in the past, as well as fostering the institutional cooperation of the Union of Mining and Geological Engineers of Serbia and the Scientific and Technical Union for Mining, Geology and Metallurgy of Bulgaria. He had significantly contributed to the realization of an idea and organization of the First Balkan Mining Congress in Varna in 1995. He is a foreign member of the Academy of Mining Sciences of Russia, full member of the International Academy of Mineral Resources in Moscow, and the International Academy of Sciences for Ecology and Environmental Protection in St. Petersburg. He is a member of the Managing Council of the Scientific and Technical Union for Mining, Geology and Metallurgy of Bulgaria, National Committee of Bulgaria for mining. He was a Vice-president of the XVI World Mining Congress and the Vice-president of the Scientific and Technical Union for Mining, Geology and Metallurgy of Bulgaria.
